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DIRECT-VENT FIREPLACE

JOB-READY CONDITIONS

All of the following must be done before the date that your direct-vent fireplace is scheduled for installation.   If these items are not complete when we come out to install we will not be able to complete your job in two trips as it was priced.   Additional charges will apply when these conditions are not met for each extra trip we make.

· Power must be provided with-in 150 feet from the job.

· Framing must be accurate according to the manufacturer’s specifications.

· If a raised hearth application is desired, a wood platform must be built.

· 110 volt power must be run to the right side of the fireplace.

· The flue path must be able to follow with-in manufacturer’s venting requirements.
· The flue path must be clear of structural floor joists and roof trusses.

· If a chase is used, it must be large enough to accommodate the flue with applicable clearances to combustibles (1” from sides of vertical flue, 3” on top and 1” on sides and bottom from horizontal flue).

· The chase (chimney) must be complete with siding and trim if siding is to be used.

· If the chase is meant to be brick, rock, stucco, or oversized (larger than 48”x 48”) then it must have plywood around the sides and covering the top to keep the rain out.  This is a three-trip job and should be priced accordingly from your salesperson.

Our crew may, at their discretion, start the installation if some job-ready conditions are not met, provided that it is safe to do so, and providing that our crew will not be delayed in the completion of their work.  If conditions will not allow us to finish the job as priced, your salesperson will be contacting you to collect the applicable trip-charge before we come out to finish your job.
